Particulate Matter

The primary standard 24-hour PM2.5 will have a standard of 35 µg/m3 and retaining the annual PM2.5 at 15 µg/m3.  The primary standard 24-hour PM10 will be retained and the annual PM10 standard is revoked.  The secondary PM standards will be identical to the primary standards.
