Prevention of Significant Deterioration and New Source Review

Summary:
The Environmental Protection Agency has proposed revisions to the New Source Review programs of parts C and D of title 1 of the Clean Air Act.  The revisions include: changes in how emissions from emissions units upstream or downstream from the unit(s) undergoing a physical change or change in the method of operation are included in the calculation of an emissions increase for the project; clarification of when emissions increases from multiple projects are to be aggregated together to determine new source review applicability; and clarification of how emissions decreases from a project may be included in the calculation to determine if a significant emissions increase will result from the project.
